Government Code Section 3547.5 requires a public disclosure of any
Collective Bargaining Agreement to ensure that members of the public are
informed of the major provisions of the agreement before it becomes
binding on the school district. A copy of the proposed agreement must be
made available to the public and the Governing Board prior to the day of the
meeting at which the agreement will be approved.

Before a public school employer enters into a written agreement with an
exclusive representative covering matters within the scope of representation,
the major provisions of the agreement, including but not limited to, the costs
that would be incurred by the public school employer under the agreement
for the current and subsequent fiscal years, shall be disclosed at a public
meeting of the public school employer in a format established for this
purpose by the Superintendent of Public Instruction.

The Superintendent and Chief Business Official of the district shall certify
in writing that the costs incurred by the school district under the agreement
can be met by the district during the term of the agreement.

The Clovis Unified budget is the result of many internal and external
factors. The most recent areas that have helped to provide funding are
changes to enrollment, State Fiscal Stabilization funding and the Federal
Education Jobs (EdJobs) funding program.
