Students interested in specific career preparations have the opportunity to meet graduation
requirements through the Center for Advanced Research and Technology (CART), Regional Occupational
Program (ROP), Career Technical Education (CTE), and the Special Education Workability Program.

Teachers meet monthly as departments and weekly in grade level PLC collaborative teams to provide rigorous
academic and personal learning experiences for students. Student achievement is frequently assessed in
language arts, mathematics, social science, science, writing and English Language Development through a
formative assessment system utilizing technology to produce immediate results and disaggregated data.
Teachers use results of frequent assessments to reteach key concepts in order to accelerate skill development.
