The present site
became the Luther E. Weldon School in 1949. Weldon Elementary is located in the heart of Old Town Clovis.
Weldon Elementary School is a Title I school and currently has 654 students enrolled at the TK-6 site. Our
Weldon families come from diverse cultural and socio-economic backgrounds. Eleven different languages are
spoken by students and their families.

Weldon Elementary is a Professional Learning Community where the vision of equitable learning for all students
is at the forefront of every decision and initiative made by all stakeholders involved.

The mission of Weldon Elementary School is to create an organized and collaborative environment that teaches
the standards to children with compassion, care, and consistent school-wide expectations, leading to success for
all.

Conclusions from Student Performance Data Analysis

In the 2017-18 school year, third through sixth grade students at Weldon were assessed using the CAASPP (California
Assessment of student Performance and Progress). This online assessment provided data that is used to evaluate and
monitor academic progress. The assessment contains the Smarter Balanced English language art/literacy (ELA) and
mathematics tests. Weldon's fifth graders were also administered the CAASPP pilot Science test. Weldon students in
grades K-2 were administered district assessments in ELA and Math. Kindergartners and first graders were also given
the Developmental Reading Assessment. The assessments are administered to measure the levels of individual students
in regards to proficiency attainment of the Common Core State Standards (CCSS). In English Language Arts (ELA) and
Mathematics, the 2016-17 results for Weldon can be viewed in whole school data, grade-level data, and significant
subgroup data.

On the ELA portion of the CAASPP, proficiency levels for Weldon students that met the minimum requirements scored at
the "standard met" or "standard exceeded" levels. Both these levels are considered in the proficient range. Of all the
grade 3-6 students who took the SBAC test, 54% of Weldon students met or exceeded the standard in ELA.

The following scores display the results for Socioeconomically Disadvantaged Students, English Learners, Hispanic,
White, Asian, African American, and Students with Disabilities for ELA in grades 3-6:

SED: 51% met or exceeded standards

English Learners: 17% met or exceeded standards
Hispanic: 47% met or exceeded standards

White: 68% met or exceeded standards

Asian: 75% met or exceeded standards

African American: 17% met or exceeded standards
Students with Disabilities: 15% met or exceeded standards

Grade level data varies between grades 3-6. In ELA: Grade 3, 47% of students met or exceeded the standard. In Grade
4, 57% of students met or exceeded the standard. In grade 5, 37% of students met or exceeded the standard. In grade
6, 67% of students met or exceeded the standard.

On the Math portion of the CAASPP, proficiency levels for Weldon students that met the minimum requirements scored at
the "standard met" or "standard exceeded" levels. Both these levels are considered in the proficient range. Of all the
grade 3-6 students who took the SBAC test, 44% of Weldon students met or exceeded the standard.

The following scores display the results for Socioeconomically Disadvantaged Students, English Learners, Hispanic,
White, Asian, African American, and Students with Disabilities for math in grades 3-6:

SED: 38% met or exceeded standards

English Learners: 15% met or exceeded standards
Hispanic: 47% met or exceeded standards

White: 55% met or exceeded standards

Asian: 38% met or exceeded standards

African American: 17% met or exceeded standards
Students with Disabilities: 13% met or exceeded standards
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
